100. ROBERT MONDAVI WINERY ESTATE CABERNET SAUVIGNON 2018 Napa | USA

This Cabernet Sauvignon represents the best of what Napa Valley has to offer. It is sourced from many of the distinctive districts
within the valley both from our own internal vineyards in Oakville and Stags Leap as well as from growers with whom we have long
term relationships to create a blend that is truely iconic. This combination of differernt terroir elicit a wonderfully concentrated,
expressive, classic Napa Valley Cabernet Sauvignon with a beautiful nose redolent of fresh, ripe blackberry and black plum jam,
gently framed by notes of dried thyme and toast.

101. GEVREY CHAMBERTAIN DOMAINE ROUX PINOT NOIR & Burgundy | France

A top-notch success, this blend of 65% Cabernet Sauvignon, 22% Merlot and 13% Cabernet Franc was cropped at only 27

hectoliters per hectare. Representing 40% of the entire production, this is a seriously endowed, deep purple-coloured 2011 with lots
of pure creme de cassis and black cherry liqueur notes intermixed with notions of cedar, vanillin and spice box. With good acidity,
ripe tannin and surprising concentration as well as depth, this classic St.-Julien has once again over-performed. Scored 93 points.

102.CLOS DU MARQUIS ST JULIEN CABERNET SAUVIGNON,
MERLOT, CABERNET FRANC Burgundy | France

Big, bold and muscular, Gevrey-Chambertin Pinot Noir is the most full-bodied, concentrated wine in Burgundy, situated 10 miles south

of Dijon. The deeply fruited, floral flavours of youth give way to a wine of immense finesse and velvety tannins. Burgundy lovers, take
note: this is a domaine to watch. Notes of wild strawberry, violet, and rose on the nose. From brothers Sebastien and Mathieu Roux.

104.REMIREZ DE GANUZA GRAN RESERVA TEMPRANILLO, GRACIANO 2012 Rioja | Spain

Established in 1989, Bodegas Remirez de Ganuza emerged as a personal venture of its founder, Fernando Remirez de Ganuza. From

the outset, the concept has remained consistent - conducting a meticulous grape selection and intervening minimally in the winemaking
process to stay as faithful as possible to both the vintage and the vineyard. This 2012 Gran Reserva is a blend of 90% Tempranillo, 8%
Graciano and 2% Viura. An exceptional wine, crafted with meticulous attention to detail, this Gran Reserva exemplifies the winery’s
commitment to excellence. It is made from a blend of the finest Tempranillo grapes, carefully selected from old vines, resulting in a
wine of remarkable complexity and depth.

105. CHATEAU LYNCH-BAGES PAUILLAC CABERNET SAUVIGNON,
MERLOT 2015 Bordeaux | France

Classified as the 5th Grand Cru in the official classification of wines of 1855. It has belonged to the Cazes family since 1934.
The terroir has homogeneous soils, essentially made up of Garonne gravel from the Giinz. The grape varieties present are
Cabernet Sauvignon (73%), Merlot (15%), Cabernet Franc (10%) and Petit Verdot (2%). Always one of the most popular
amongst Bordeaux drinkers. Aged in 75% new oak, this is a classic Lynch Bages.

106.OPUS ONE CABERNET FRANC, MERLOT, CABERNET SAUVIGNON BLEND
2019 Napa | USA

Opus One 2019 is a full-bodied Bordeaux blend from the Napa Valley and one of the true icons of California winemaking. Known
as NapaMedoc for the first three vintages and rebranded in 1982 as Opus One, this iconic Californian winery was founded as a joint
venture between Baron Philippe de Rothschild of Chéateau Mouton Rothschild and Robert Mondavi. The objective was to recreate
a First Growth level, Bordeaux style wine in the Napa Valley and by every measure, they succeeded. Historically the Grand Vin has
been a blend of around 95% Cabernet Sauvignon and 5% Merlot aged for 18 months in 100% new French oak before being laid
down for a further 18 months to mature in bottle. The 2019 vintage is a somewhat tweaked blend of 78% Cabernet Sauvignon,

The grapes come
from old vines aged between 25 and 40 years. Aged for 25 months in new American (20%) and French oak barrels (80%).
Robert Parker gave it 92 points.

94. CHATEAU DE FONBEL ST EMILION GRAND CRU MERLOT,

CARMENERE 2016 St Emilion | France

This is proper, classic St Emilion with fresh red and black fruits on the palate, creamy and spiced, with light tannins behind
and a fine savoury, saline kick on the finish. Chéateau Fonbel’s vineyards and cellars are run by the team from Chateau Ausone,
St Emilion Premier Grand Cru Classé ‘A’ until they withdrew from the classification system in 2021. The same principles are
followed in both properties, as indeed they are in another sister property, Chateau Moulin St Georges, and here, again, the
main difference between the grand vin and the other properties is the proportion of new wood used in the blend.

95. GIOVANNI ROSSO BAROLO NEBBIOLO 2018 &l Piedmont | Italy

Davide Rosso took over from his father, Giovanni, in the early 2000s. He has since risen quickly in reputation as one of
Piedmont’s greatest producers. He may not have the uninterrupted winemaking history of some of his famous neighbours,
but he is the envy of many: he has some of the most desirable vineyards in Barolo — Serralunga d’Alba, Cerretta, Serra

— showcasing the vivid terroir of his beloved hometown.

96. TALENTI BRUNELLO DI MONTALCINO SANGIOVESE 2018 i Tuscany | Italy

Selection of 100% Sangiovese grapes from the property’s vineyards, located on the south-east and south-west slopes of the
municipality of Montalcino, with altitudes ranging from 250 to 400 meters above sea level. The soils have a sandy loam texture,
with clay and abundant galestrous skeleton. The wines mature in 500 liter French oak tonneaus and 15-25HI Slavonian oak
barrels for at least 24 months. The wine has an intense ruby red color with garnet reflections, a broad bouquet on the nose,
slightly spicy. In the mouth it is full, intense, soft and velvety with elegant and sweet tannins.

97. TOURELLES DE LONGUEVILLE MERLOT, CABERNET SAUVIGNON,
CABERNET FRANC 2017 Pauillac | France

Chateau Pichon-Longueville Baron, a leading Pauillac 2éme Cru Classé estate, is one of Bordeaux’s most illustrious super seconds.
This is the second wine from the Chateau, the grapes for which are mainly from the Sainte Anne plot. A wine with generous depth,
complexity, and a seductive richness on both the nose and palate. This is a Merlot-dominated wine with a fresh dark berry character

and a luscious, velvety mouthfeel.

98. CHATEAU LA NERTHE CHATEAUNEUF-DU-PAPE

GRENACHE, SYRAH, MOURVEDRE Rhone | France

Chateaunecuf-du-Pape is the most prestigious village in the Southern Rhéne. It is world-renowned for its complex red blends,
often based on (though certainly not limited to) Grenache, Syrah and Mourvedre. The Chateau la Nerthe, is an historic estate
dating back to at least 1560. La Nerthe’s 92 hectares of vineyards are broken down into 57 different plots, encompassing
each of Chateauneuf-du-Pape’s varied soil types, essentially making it a microcosm of the entire appellation.

It is the flagship wine of the pioneering family-owned Catena Zapata estate. Argentino is produced from old Malbec vines from
two historic high-altitude vineyards. Angélica (920m above sea level) and Nicasia (1,095m above sea level). Made from a meticulous
selection of the best grapes from these two vineyards, this wine represents the Catena family's attempt to produce an Argentine
Malbec that can stand with the great wines of the world. This wine is truly astonishing.

85.REMIREZ DE GANUZA BLANCO RESERVA VIURA 2020 ™% Rioja | Spain

Burgundy producers, watch out! Fernando Remirez de Ganuza is one of the big characters in Rioja. A former Rioja wine broker,

Kevin Judd launched Cloudy Bay in 1985 to international acclaim, with a Sauvignon Blanc that put New Zealand wine on the

by British wine writer Oz Clarke, who wrote that their New Zealand Sauvignon Blanc is “arguably the best in the world”.

A superb, bone dry and earthy Riesling from the Finger Lakes region of New York State. A small, artisanal winery set up by French

winemaker Louis Barruol of Chateau Saint Cosme in the Rhone. A different style to Alsace, German or Antipodean versions; they 65
keep the sugar levels right down so their wines can justly be described ‘bone’ dry. This is actually quite a weighty example and has

lovely complex spice and earthy notes.

88. CHATEAU LA NERTHE CHATEAUNEUF-DU-PAPE
GRENACHE BLANC Rhone | France

Chateau la Nerthe is a stunning, 500-year-old property becoming ‘one to watch’ in recent years. Working organically since 1998, its 80

57 parcels on various soils and expositions produce a seamless, complex Chateauncuf-du-Pape. The care taken in both vineyard and
cellar has resulted in seriously impressive wines. This property is, absolutely, a worthy rival to the likes of Chateau de Beaucastel.

90. ROBERT MONDAVI WINERY RESERVE TO KALON
NAPA VALLEY FUME BLANC SAUVIGNON BLANC 2019 Napa Valley | USA

In the heart of the valley, To Kalon vineyard lies against the hills of the Oakville bench where lean, well-drained soils and the ideal

It’s super clean
for an orange wine. Bertrand says the colour reminds him of the sunsets he sees some 300 days a year in the south of France. He sells
4 million bottles of this a year - he must be doing something right...
